I am forwarding herewith a copy of a letter from Dr. Vidal
A, Tan, President of the Eighth Pacific Science Congress, asking me to
accept appointment as Chairman of the Social Sciences Group of the
Standing Committee on Anthropology and Social Sciences of the Pacific
Science Association.

I also enclose a getter from Professor G.P. Murdock notifying
me of his acceptance as Chairman of the parallel Anthropology Group of
the Standing Committee. The idea apparently is that we should serve
as Co-Chairmen of the Standing Committee on Anthropoleogy and the Social
Seiences.

I was nominated, among others, for this position at a special
meeting of members of the Social Sciences Division of the Eighth Pacific
Science Congress at Manila, but stated that I did not wish to be con-
sidered as a candidate, though I was willing to act as Secretary if need
be. On being asked who I considered should serve as Chairman instead,

I gave the names of six eminent social scientists. I am at a loss, there-
fore, to understand why I have been chosen, especially since, as a member
of the Drafting Committee, I again had my name excluded from the list of
three or four scientists which we submitted to President Tan for his
guidance in selecting the Chairman.

Under the circumstances I propose to decline the honour on the
grounds that I am unlikely to be comnected with the Commission by the time
of the next Congress (since my contract will have expired by then); or
indeed comnected with Pacific affairs at all, and still more unlikely to
be in a position to attend at Bangkok, though this is not an essential re-
quirement(e.g., Beaglehole, the last Chairmen, did not come to Manila)e

Frobably my real reascn is a more perscnal one, i.e. that I
am not of sufficient scientific standing to be Co-Chairman (with a world
authority such as Professor Murdock) over a committee consisting of 16
of the leading anthropologists and social scientists working in the Pacific

Before doing so, however, I felt that I should consult you
as I think it possible that I have been asked to take over the chairman-
ship by ¥irtue of my position as & member of the Commission staff, and
that you may therefore consider it my duty to accept, as it presumably
adds to the Commission's prestige and scientific standing.

In that case I have no particular cbjection, as I should re-
gard it as part of my official job and would set to work forthwith on
selecting my committee and planning the divisional programme, a subject
on which I have rather definite views.
