MUSIC IN EUROPE.

Amongst the passengers by the French mail
steamer Armand Pehie, which anchored off
Largs Bay on Sunday aftermoon, was Pro-
fessor Ives, of the Adelaide University, who
has been absent for the last five months. Some
time ago he became impressed with the desir-
abilicy of & visit to Europe to bring himself up
to data in musical matters in the old world,
and the new ideas be has received and the im-
pressions he has gained have, he says, amply
justified the voyage. On Sunday evening,
during an interview with an Advertiser
representative, he spoke of what he
had seenn and heard and the conclusions
be had formed. In the first place he had

become convinced that it was the duty of all
University professors, in whatever depart-
ment, to go to Zurope occasionally in order to
bring themselves up to date.

‘““ Developments are continually taking
place,” he said, ‘‘and uunless one goes home
now and then he cannot bope to advance as he
should, In my own profession the develop-
ments that have taken place m orchestral per-
formanees, in organ-playing, and in piano-
forte-playing are most noticeable. I was de-
lighted w:ith some of the pianoforte play-
ing, especially in London, where 1 heard
Paderewski, the «greatest of living
